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   “Stand and deliver” is a 1988 American drama film that is based on the true story of high school math teacher Jaime Escalante. He teaches children from adverse families. Jaime is sure that despite the fact that they smoke, composed in different gangs they are very capable students.
   Jaime Escalante is a math teacher at Garfield High School in Eastern Los Angeles. He likes his work very much and he thinks that he can teach his students.
